Minority Journalists Training Program is a project 
implemented by CDO in partnership with Metro Center
for journalist rights and advocacy and funded by US 
Department of  State.The trainings program consists of  
5 training courses and covers 5 Iraqi governorates.

MINORITY JOURNALISTS TRAINING PROGRAM 



The course aims to build the capacity of  minority youth 
journalists in the field of  reporting, monitoring human right-
violation, investigative journalism, case study, sourcing stories 
and minority rights according to Iraqi laws and international 
standards.

The program consist of  2 stages, theoretical and practical. The 
trainees will get the topics theoretically for 3 days and will have
internship with one of  the media channels for 1 month then 
they will be a part of  a network which gathers the minority 
journalists.
