Quarantine Tent for Suspected COVID-19 Patients in Mosul: 

In April 11, and in order to deal with the increasing number of COVID-19 quarantined people, Mercy Hands provided and set up a quarantine tent (dimensions: 6m*12m) adjacent to the quarantine building of As Salam Teaching Hospital in Mosul, Ninewa. Mercy Hands is working closely with Ninewa governor and the Director of Ninewa Directorate of Health to fill the gaps in the governorate's COVID-19 response plan.

The local government is aware of that need and therefore appealed to Mercy Hands to establish an isolation center that would decrease the spread of COVID-19 virus by isolating suspected and mild to moderate cases of COVID-19 from the rest of the community. 





The governor of Ninewa dedicated a plot of land in the eastern Yarmjah area, adjacent to the Caravan Hospital currently being established by the local government. The advantage of choosing this area is its distance from the city center and its proximity to the IDP camps. Last week our team finished the land leveling and will continue the building by installing the structure of the hospital. 

Once the Covid-19 response settles down, the facility may still be used for several types
of medical care, further benefiting the local population. This is particularly important as the Eastern
Mosul area, where the facility will be set up, has limited healthcare facilities and residents need to travel
long distances in order to receive medical care.
Noteworthy, Mercy Hands has not received any external funding to support this project.
 
Repairing Damaged Ventilators: 

Our technical unit team is still working on repairing the damaged and broken Ventilators, the team has taken on the challenge of helping the governorates by repairing ventilators to offset the short supply in hospitals. Armed with downloaded manuals and guided by lots of YouTube videos, they figured it out, and are already working on repairing machines. Mercy Hands is raising funds to order spare parts.

[image: Sewing a facemask - step 4][image: ]With HELP support, Mercy Hands is planning to start a new project to minimize the spread the COVId-19, Mercy Hands recently conducted a quick survey regarding the distributed precaution and sterilizers items inside all camps of Ninawa, Anbar, Baghdad and Salah Al Din, our team found out that the supplies in the camps to prevent COVID-19 is highly variable, limited and masks are either not provided or one disposable mask is provided per camp staff or one for each resident. Therefore, we are implementing this new project which will be focusing on women in Hamim Al Alil camp with Cash for Work (CFW) activities that can provide additional safety against COVID-19, and also generate some revenue within the camps, the women will be trained on how to make a mask with the needed materials (sewing machine, cotton fabric and elastic ribbons), these women will take some classes in how to use the sewing machine which will be given by a qualified trainer.
